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St. Patrick (389-493) 

 
 Hello.  My name is Patrick.  I was born in 389 in England, when Britain was a Roman 

colony.  I grew up in a Christian home but chose to run from God secretly in my heart.  My 

father was a priest in the Celtic church.   

 When I was a teenager, Irish pirates stormed our seaside village and burned most of it to 

the ground.  I was kidnapped as a young man and taken as a slave to Ireland.  For six years, I 

herded pigs.  I gave my life to Jesus and grew closer to him while I was a slave.  I finally escaped 

and made my way to a port city to catch a ship bound for freedom.
